Faith, by itself, is not Unusual or Influential

Faith Alone has led millions to problems...



1. 
Methodists led to deny scripture in their Discipline




a) 
faith only is a most wholesome doctrine and...



2. 
Baptist debaters led to “saving” men still in sin



a) denied the ability to know when Paul was saved


B. 
Any number of reasons why faith alone appeals...



1. 
John 12:42 - fear (peer pressure, culture, job security)



2. 
Luke 13:23, 25-27 - think close is close enough



3. 
Matthew 7:21 - easy to say, “Lord, Lord” & disobey


C. 
Faith needs to be demonstrated



1. 
James 2:17-18 - How to see a living faith? demonstrate!



2. 
James 2:20-22 - How to avoid useless faith? demonstrate!



3. 
James 2:24, 26 – “NOT BY” is not to be ignored


D. 
For faith to be useful, living, perfect...i.e. influential



1. 
... it must be DEMONSTRATED

II. 
Matthew 14:28-29 - Peter Got Out Of the Boat


A. 
Faith demonstrated is risky, scary, taking a chance



1. 
Knowing a risk is called for and actually taking it are two different thing, but risk takers make things happen.


B. 
How can we “get out of the boat?”


1. 
Speak up first, Introduce Jesus into conversations



2. 
Run the checkbook down



3. 
Do something different

Luke 5:29-30 - Levi introduced Jesus to his associates

take stand with date, fiancé, employer, coach, friend



5. 
“Invest” in kingdom work... evangelism




a) 
benevolence - OH3?, helping saints at home?




b) 
edification - hospitality, gift delivery, classes

Obey the gospel - what are you waiting on?
