2 Peter 1:16-21 - The Source of Saving Knowledge

Verses 1-4 - opened with focus on relationship with Jesus, based on understanding the word.  Verses 5-11- the way to grow and grasp entrance to the eternal kingdom. Verses 12-15- the importance of reminding and keeping these things in mind.  Verses 16-21- what it is all based upon!


When asked for proof, we turn to scientific accuracy, the proof of archaeology, unity of writing, and moral standard. Peter gives us God’s foundation of evidence.
