Luke 12:1-5 - 7 DEADLY SINS

Proverbs 6:16-19 delineates 7 things which Solomon calls abominations to the Lord.  These all have to do with one’s relationship to others and might be summed up with the number seven (perfect, complete, whole) as a complete illustrative list of common activities between men that God hates.

In Luke 12:1-15 we discover another list of seven sins.  Perhaps not as closely tied together, but equally deadly nonetheless.  Jesus warns us away from…

I. 
Verse 1 – HYPOCRISY


A.  
Not speaking of trying and failing – Proverbs 24:16

Nor of making efforts when heart is not in it

2 Corinthians 1:8-9 - not in work,  1 Corinthians 2:3 - not in his visit


B. 
Speaking of the sin of “acting” – Matthew 23:13ff - 5/7 woes

Verse 14 – Pretend prayers



2. 
Verse 23 – “Use” God’s law



3. 
Verse 25 – Hide your heart



4. 
Verse 27 – Focus on outer man



5. 
Verse 29ff – Talk a good show

II. 
Verse 2 – CLOSELY TIED – SECRET SIN


A. 
“Secrecy” is an imagination of men– a wish, no such thing


B. 
Ephesians 5:11-13; Psalm 90:8 – Secrets are coming to the light



1.  
Romans 2:16 – Secrets are coming to be judged



2. 
1 Corinthians 4:5 – Secrets are going to be disclosed

III.
Verse 3 – CLOSELY TIED – Whispering, Proverbs 26:20-24


A.  
Stirs up contention, strife, seems sweet, disguises hatred


B. 
2 Corinthians 12:20; 2 Timothy 3:3 – No secrets will last

IV.
Verses 4-5 – PEER PRESSURE – Exodus 23:2


A. 
A “mob” mentality may encourage evil – Romans 1:32


B. 
But it won’t justify it – 2 Corinthians 5:10

V. 
Verses 8-9 – FEAR - (future, reactions, rejection, etc.)


A.  
Revelation 21:8 – Will lead us to the second death


B. 
Hebrews 2:14-15 – Because it is tied to death


C.  
2 Corinthians 7:5-6 – It can be overcome


D. 
1 John 4:18 – By faith and love

VI.
Verse 10 – REJECTING GOD


A. 
Can be accomplished in a variety of ways



1. 
By saying “later”, being “busy”, wanting to know more, discounting, we say “no”


B. 
Result will always be the same – John 12:48
VII. Verses 13-15 – COVETOUSNESS


A. 
Desiring what belongs to another



1. 
“Every form of greed” - Colossians 3:5, idolatry


B. 
Most common form today? Difficult



1. 
Might be “gambling” - cheap covetousness!
