Have seen the HS is a person, with characteristics of godhood, a 7 fold work, 6 of which He continues to do today through His sword, the Word. Want to look at another aspect of His presence, confusing to some, misapplied by others.

B. Scriptures reveal Deity presenting itself to men


1. Consider Moses & burning bush, Exodus 3:4-5;  3:2


2. What about as they traveled? Exodus 13:21;  14:19


3. What of His personal presence? Exodus 3:12;  Acts 7:35


4. Deity presents self in a representative manner

II. Representation in Scripture is not Un-Common
A. Luke 16:29 - Moses & the prophets represents the law

B. Colossians 2:6- receiving Christ is receiving the gospel

C. Jesus called himself a door, shepherd, &  vine

D. Matthew 26:26-28- called bread & juice His body & blood

E. Common with the Spirit also - baptism called new birth

a. occasion of Acts 10:44;   Acts 1:5;  &  1 Cor. 12:13

III. To Answer Question, How Does the Spirit Indwell?
A. Romans 8:9- The Spirit dwells in you

B. 2 Corinthians 5:1; 2 Peter 1:13 - You dwell in your body


1. He dwells in YOU, your mind, the inner man


2. You are not your body, indwelling figurative, not literal



a. Ephesians 3:14-16; 2 Corinthians 4:16

C. John 17, Listen to Jesus - Literal or figurative?


1. To “dwell in” implies relationship, not actual “insiding”



a. Ephesians 3:16-17 - “in inner being”, “in heart by faith”

IV. Shall We Claim A Personal, Literal Indwelling?
A. 1 Pet. 3:15, need to be ready to defend this... How & Why?

B. Sounds terribly “spiritual” at first, then we’ll find out things


1. ...no stopping place outside scripture



a. miracles, voices, burdens on heart, slayings, laughter


2. ...we are dependant upon subjective opinion



a. feelings, convictions w/out script., permissiveness


3. ...denies the all sufficiency of the word to activate Spirit
