DO YOU KNOW IF YOU’RE SAVED - 1 John, Part 2
Part 1 began with 1 John 5:13 and the purpose for this epistle. Written so you can “Know that you have eternal life.” Discussed the fact that this knowledge is by way of God’s word, not simply a feeling.

Scholars have trouble outlining John’s style of writing. “Might” best break the letter into 2 areas – a summary and a recounting with fuller explanation. Let’s examine the apostle’s summary answer to 1 John 5:13.
