I MUST JOURNEY ON

Jesus was drawing near the end of His ministry. Pharisees were trying to turn Him aside but He refused (verse 32). Consider what He was saying in verse 33 when He said, He not only had a goal, He “must journey on.”

I. 
His Journey Was Not One of Ease/Rest – verses 33-35


A. 
Faced betrayal rejection, persecution, death 



1. 
Verse 34 - and He brought bad news



2. 
Still went forward, toward goal, on His journey


B. 
Hebrews 11:8-10 Abraham faced the unknown, alienation, left family, and home security



1. 
Still went forward (verse 16, God not ashamed to be...)


C. 
Acts 4:15-16 – Saul faced rejection, stoning, beatings, shipwrecks, weary travels, desertion



1. 
He still went forward, Philippians 3:8 – surpassing value

II. 
What Moved Them on Journey Available to Us

A. 
Acts 17:22-31– The message to gentiles 





1. 
Verses 24-26 – ONE great, awesome God of creation



2. 
Verses 27-28 – He intended that men should seek Him 






a. 
Romans 1:19-20



3. 
Verse 30 - All men fall short of his will, need to repent



4. 
Verse 31 – Because judgment day IS coming!

Hebrews 9:27 – Facing God is most important moment



2. 
Hebrews 11:10 – Moving into that city with foundations built by God is highest goal



3. 
Hebrews ll:6 - Must have faith to reach that goal



4. 
1 Peter 2:21- Must follow example & “journey on”

Matthew 12:48-49; Mark 10:29-30 – Must journey on

Expected to go into uncomfortable areas…

To volunteer, find ability and use it, lead or follow



2. 
Romans 12:5-8, 10-13- Must journey on



3. 
Hebrews 5:9 – This is called “obedience”


D. 
As a Christian, I must learn how to grow, 2 Peter 3:18


E. 
I must learn to be a teacher, 1 Peter 2:9; Hebrews 5:12


F. 
I must learn to seek God, Hebrews 4:6, 10:25



1. This is called “fellowship”
