Sacrifice- that which is given at a cost, 2 Samuel 24:18ff

2 Corinthians 8:5; Romans 6:12-13 - present self to God

“self” is time, money, home, family (children??)

Present a Living Sacrifice



A. 
No contrast with old law here - Jew never offered dead sacrifice


B. 
Speaking of being alive for God, living in Him

Galatians 3:27 - we put Him on, Acts 20:28- owned by him



C. 
Living for God is walking in the light- 1 John 1:7

Fellowship with Jesus, one another, cleansing, confessing

III. Present a Holy Sacrifice

Holy - set apart to God- firstborn, firstfruits, Jericho



B. 
How shall we be Holy? James 1:27; 1 Peter 4:3-4



C. 
But not everything given to God is Holy

1 Peter 1:14-15 - holy children defined as obedient


B. 
Hebrews 5:9 - obedience determines acceptability
