Romans 8   The Blessings/Tools of Victory
After the words of 7:14-23, “no condemnation” is eye catching, exciting words to hear. 

I. What Condemnation is Under Consideration?
A. 8:1-2- The law of sin and death,

B. 7:25; 23- the law that the flesh serves


1. law of sensuality- immodesty, immorality, impurity


2. law of pride/ego- feeds jealousy, envy, hypoc., tongue


3. law of selfishness- coveting, greed, stinginess, malice

C. 8:6- results of this law? sin leads to death! separation


1. 8:7-  sin leads to hostility toward God, blame/judging


2. 8:8- end result- cannot please God, sad condition

D. Rejects & is rejected by God


1. w/out God, w/out hope, w/out a prayer

II. But Condemnation is NOT the Focus Here
A. Focus here is opposite, one who is IN Christ


1. v.2- gospel has set you free- cleansed, forgiven


2. v.3- God did what we could not do, paid debt price


3. v.4- walk/live according to the Spirit - not “lost”


4. v.5- mindset is given by Spirit, anxiety? fear? compl.


a. joy, contentment, hope, faith, gratitude, love, 


5. v.6- mindset specifically includes life and peace



a. not death, hostility, rebellion, selfishness, hatred

B. Paul continues to discuss blessings and tools of victory

III. For the One Who is In Christ
A. 8:9- If “spirit of Christ” (obed.) indwells, guided by Sp.


1. guided, directed, enlightended life with foundations


2. life as neighbor, worker, parent, spouse, citizen,

B. v.10-11- if Christ is in us, we are alive, joined to God


1. “indwelling” is description of rel’ship, not geography


2. relationship now and promise of future rel’ship, v.13

C. v.14-16- Spirit-led are true/abba children of God


1. chidren expect provision- Philippians 4:19


2. protection- 1 Cor. 10:13; help- Hebrews 4:15-16


3. example - 1 Peter 2:22; and love- 1 John 4:9-10

D. v.17-18- children also expect inheiritance, 1 Peter 1:4

E. v.23-25- share with apostles... the Lord’s special friends


1. eager, persevering hope-  an anchor for the soul

F. v. 26-27- We have the Spirit’s intercession

G. v.28- We have answered prayer, providential aid

H. v.29-31- God makes us part of  HIS plan for us

I. v. 33-35- We are able to be established in love


1. standing in tribulation, distress, persecution, famine


2. nakedness, peril, sword.... while world is amazed!

IV. Conclusion/Summation of Paul’s Thoughts?
A. v. 37-39- We OVERWHELMINLY Conquor thru JC

B. Where are you? Under the law of sin, resulting in death


1. or IN Christ?  Two very different lives
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
