CONVICTED PEOPLE




A.  Acts 2:5 - “devout” 2:35, “pierced” 2:41, “received” the word, i.e. acted upon it




B.  Not coming to Lord for friendship, youth activities, tuition cuts





  1.  Job opportunities, dinners, etc.





  2.  But because of 2 Corinthians 13:5; Romans 6:23; Matthew 11:28-30 - “pierced”

CONVERTED PEOPLE




A.  Possible to be convicted and unchanged - Acts 24:25; John 12:42-43 (unsaved)

B. Romans 6:4 - newness of life; 2 Corinthians 5:17 - new life; Ephesians 4:1-4 - worthy

CONSISTENT PEOPLE




A.  In worship - (teaching, prayer, Lord’s Supper, fellowship) 





   1.  Acts 2:42 - “continually devoting”




B.  In speech - Colossians 3:5-6 - wise and graceful responses (especially toward outsiders)




C.  In attitude - Acts 2:46 - gladness, sincerity of heart

UNITED PEOPLE




A.   Intended - John 17:21; early on - Acts 4:32; point of conversion - 1 Corinthians 12:13





   1.  Always - Eph. 4:1-3

REVERENT PEOPLE




A.  Acts 2:43 - awe; John 4:24 - spirit; Hebrews 13:8-9 - reverence and awe




B.  Reverence encompasses worship - “reminders,” no “hey Dad” at Lord’s Table





   1.  Speech - euphemisms and titles, respect - not going beyond His word
